“Bring me a sword… 

Cut the living child in two 

and give half!…”

“The woman whose son was 

alive was deeply moved out of 

love for her son …“Please… give 

her the living baby! Don’t kill 

him!” But the other said, “Neither 

I nor you shall have him. Cut him 

in two!” …“Give the living baby 

to the first woman ...she is his 

mother.” When all Israel heard 

the verdict …they held the king 

in awe…” -1 Ki 3:26–28-



”When Hiram king of Tyre heard 

that Solomon had been anointed 

king …he sent his envoys to 

Solomon, …Solomon sent back 

this message … “now the LORD 

…has given me rest on every 

side, …I intend, therefore, to 

build a temple …as the LORD 

told my father David …” …So 

give orders that cedars of 

Lebanon be cut for me…” 
-1 Ki 5:1–6-

“The word of the LORD 

came to Solomon: 

12 “As for this temple 

you are building, if you 

… keep all my 

commands and obey 

them, I will fulfill through 

you the promise I gave 

to David ... I will live 

among the Israelites and 

will not abandon my 

people Israel.” -1 Ki 6:11–13-

“Let them construct 

Solomon’s Temple

“He had spent seven years 

building it. 

7 It took Solomon thirteen years, 

however, to complete 

the construction of his palace”

“the king and all Israel

“Nebuzaradan …an official of the king of Babylon …  

set fire to the temple of the LORD, the royal palace and 

all the houses of Jerusalem…” -2 Ki 25:8–9-
